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Overview

Amos Vignerons Pty Ltd offers the facilities of the Howard Vineyard Cellar Door for
prospective brides and grooms seeking a rural alternative for their ceremony &/or reception
within a vineyard in the picturesque mosaic of the Adelaide Hills. Howard Vineyard offers
spacious lawn terraces, majestic trees, the Pardalote Terrace (enclosed with cafe blinds)
and the Amos barn and shed. Head chef, Mark Needle is gaining a well deserved reputation
for his fusion menus and bistro service. The venue is licensed for a capacity of 200 patrons.
The existing facilities suit functions up to approximately 120 guests and otherwise 200 with a
large marquee. There is plentiful parking.

The management and staff endeavour to offer a memorable function; an informal
atmosphere in a rustic setting with great wine and cuisine. That is the point of difference!

Howard Vineyard offers a suite of beverage and catering options for:
e Ceremonies (only);
e Receptions (only); and,
e Ceremonies and Receptions (in combination).

All functions incur a fixed fee for the hire of the facilities and for the additional effort required
for function administration.

It is assumed that most wedding enquiries are based on a Saturday function. The Howard
Vineyard Bistro operates every Saturday and is open to the public for a la carte lunch.
Exclusive use of the facilities is based on commencement not earlier than 4:00 pm to provide
adequate time for a handover for a private function. An earlier start on Saturdays is
discouraged (for example, to allow greater time for photography prior to a reception) except
by prior and specific arrangement and will involve a greater venue hire than otherwise. The
venue is not available on Sundays. Weekday schedules are welcome by arrangement.

The ceremony (only) option is based upon a commencement not earlier than 4:00 pm
(unless by prior and specific arrangement) with a duration of up to two hours. A beverage
selection is an integral component for stand-alone ceremonies however, a catering selection
(ie. platters or cocktail food) is optional.

The reception (only) option is based upon commencement from between 4:00 pm to 6:30 pm
for a duration of 4 %2 hours. A beverage and catering combination can be selected to suit the
formality of the occasion: casual, informal or formal.

The ceremony and reception option is also based upon a commencement of the ceremony
not before 4:00 pm and a reception from 6:00 or 6:30 pm. The reception is also based on a
duration of 4 ¥z hours.

For ceremonies followed by a reception (combined) then beverage and catering selections
are optional for the ceremony. However, a minimum beverage selection for a short duration
is recommended after the wedding service but prior to the commencement of the reception.
A long break between ceremony and reception (ie. greater than one hour to two hours;
perhaps for extended photography) is not recommended since it is generally not practical for
guests to move offsite and then re-gather.

The beverage options include shorter duration cocktail style service for post-ceremonies and
several options for receptions including “on consumption” and several fixed price
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combinations with more comprehensive wine lists. The catering menus include platters &/or
cocktail food, buffets and an a la carte alternative. Pricing is based on duration &or number
of courses and number of menu choices. A menu tasting is also provided in advance of the
function for the a la carte selections (only).

Upon enquiry a nominated date may be reserved for a period of 30 days without obligation.
Thereafter, the date can be confirmed by payment of the function deposit. A “Wedding
Planner” document will be generated by discussion between the parties which leads to a
detailed proposal (listing all selections, options, variations & hire items etc.) for formal
acceptance. A “Running Sheet” is prepared to identify the schedule of activities over the
duration of the function.

The current payment schedule, cancellation and postponement policy and miscellaneous
terms and conditions are documented towards the end of this brochure.

Due to the introduction of amended labour regulations under the “Fair Work Act” our staff
expenses are subject to significant penalty rates for weekend and night-time rosters.
Consequently, our function durations cannot be extended without specific agreement in
advance and with additional charges.

Our newly renovated Terrace offers a picturesque view of the Vineyard, parkland and
terraced lawns. This unique space has the afternoon sun and plenty of room for live
entertainment. Capacity: 200 Cocktail, 90 - 130 Sit down

Oak Tree

This majestic 50 year old tree provides an picturesque setting for a wedding
ceremony. Standing twenty five metres high there is plenty of shade for gatherings
on the lush lawns. Capacity: 200.

Terraced Lawns

We have several spaces overlooking the Vineyards, including our terraced lawns.
These areas are ideal for Ceremonies or standing, casual Receptions. Capacity:
200.

Kitchen & Cool Rooms

Howard Vineyard has a fully equipped kitchen and refrigerated cool rooms in support
of the function capacity of 200 patrons. The business operates a Bistro with regular
access by the public. Mr Mark Needle is head chef and a key resource of the
business. Howard Vineyard takes pride in the excellence of its menus and support of
its premium quality wines. Howard Vineyard does not subcontract to catering
companies!

Ancillary Items
Special Circumstances Licence

The venue is licensed for a capacity of 200. The closing time for the service of
alcohol is 11 p.m. on Friday and Saturday evenings and 10 pm Monday to Thursday.
Some restrictions may apply for entertainment. These conditions may be varied by
lodgement of a Limited Licence application but must be submitted three months in
advance.

Entertainment may be booked and paid for by the organiser but must be discussed in
advance to ensure compliance with the entertainment licence (ie. a maximum 3 piece
band, may be acoustic or with low amplification; there may be greater flexibility for an
inside location). A listing of entertainers may be provided.

Transportation

Taxi services at Mt. Barker are limited for large numbers. A list of bus services can
be provided.

Payment Schedule

The payment schedule is as follows:

A first payment comprising a deposit of the venue fee is payable upon acceptance of the
proposed function date;

A second payment of 50% of the balance of the firm quote is payable 3 months prior to the
function date;

A third payment for the estimated balance is payable not less than two weeks prior to the
function date; and,

A fourth payment within seven days of invoicing following the function date reflecting
adjustments in the interim (either credits or debits).

Management of Howard Vineyard reserves the right to adjust agreed quotes by increases in
the quarterly CPI between the dates of acceptance and function commencement and/or to
reflect variation in the award for hospitality employment.

Cancellation or Postponement Policy

Since the lead time for wedding functions is usually of the order of six to twelve months our options to
replace a prospective cancellation are limited. It is clearly stated that our policy for cancellation or
postponement is as follows:

The venue fee deposit is non-refundable at any time after payment for either cancellation or
postponement;

In the event of cancellation:

0 After the second payment and prior to the third payment, then a refund of 50% of the
second payment shall apply;

0 After the third payment and before 48 hours of the function commencement, a refund
of 25% of the second and third payments shall apply; and,

o0 Within 48 hours of the function commencement, no refund will apply.

Should a postponement occur:

0 After the second payment but before the third payment, then 50% of the venue fee is
forfeited and otherwise the balance of the payments shall be held in credit until the
new date and a new venue fee of 50% is payable;

0 After the third payment and before 48 hours of the function commencement then,
100% of the venue fee is forfeited and otherwise the balance of the payments shall
be held in credit until the new date and a new venue fee of 100% is payable; and,

0 Within 48 hours of the function commencement, 100% of the venue fee and 25% of
the balance will be forfeited and the balance held in credit until the new date and a
new venue fee of 100% and also a revised function adjustment will be payable.
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Conditions

e Menu and beverage choices may be substituted by equal choices upon notice.
e Exclusive function hire only commences after 4:00 pm
e All of our indoor spaces are smoke free.

e We endorse responsible consumption of alcohol and are unable to serve alcohol to minors or
intoxicated guests.

e We are afully licensed venue and are unable to accept BYO food or beverage, other than
celebration cakes, under any circumstances.

e The beverage range will end thirty minutes prior to the end of your function.

e Our liguor licence strictly requires closing the bar at 11 pm. We allow thirty minutes for guests
to finish and vacate the premises.

e Guests are asked to leave the premises in a quiet and orderly manner.

e Guests at the function will behave in an orderly manner.

e Any damage to property will be charged to the organisers.

e We reserve the right to request the organisers to hire security at their own cost.

e Hire statements are to be paid upon invoicing at least two weeks prior to the wedding.

e Table arrangements, seating plans, guest name cards, etcetera and all other decorations
(flowers excepted) must be delivered not later than two days before the wedding, unless by
prior arrangement. Written instructions are required for the pre-placement of these items.

Guest name cards must be grouped by tables and sequentially by table number.

e Public holidays and long weekends will incur a surcharge of 10%.
